This year 154 tons of salt was ordered and delivered since October.  (79 tons was left over from last year).  50 tons are on order now waiting and delivery.  Total 204 tons so far.  There were some vehicle repairs including 550 plow/axle and chevy plow blade worn.  Asking for patience during these storms due to breakdowns that happen that are out of our control.  Also want to thank Mr. Jones for plowing and Mr. Price for helping out doing some alleys with snowblower.  Thank you also to Bruce Starr who comes in part time when needed for plowing.
