Solicit’s Report -  None other than the matters discussed in Executive Session.

Engineer’s Report – Bob Naegele reported the following: (1) Multi -scape is working on the curb
ramps.  They should be done before the deadline at the end of the year.  Bob has not been up 
on Front Street, both Patty and Jeff said they are dug out.   Bob also noted multi-scape has been 
taking measures for cold weather.  From what Bob sees out here it came out good.  Stan noted 
they have heat blankets over it.  Bob also added multi-scape moved the stop sign up a little bit 
to give more room between the sidewalk and end of parking lot.  (2)Bob has not heard from 
 Mark Hurst, Community Development and Patty stated she has not.  Last Bob heard was they
[bookmark: _GoBack] have not received the funding from the state yet, but are expecting it.    As soon as that comes in
 we will be ready to put out the OCD Paving project for bid for the spring.  (3) Bob asked if we 
heard anything from Penn DOT regarding Navy Way.  Patty stated she received a  PA one call 
notice which was forwarded to Bob.  Bob did receive it and asked if it was relative to this issue.
Patty stated the contractor is Pennsy Supply and it has to do with the drainage issue on Navy 
Way Road.  Patty believes the phone call to the Luzerne Conservation District  pertains to this 
notice.    Bob added the Luzerne Conservation District did file a report that they are not in 
compliance with their permit with regard to stormwater issues.  Patty also sent pictures of the 
washout and maybe they went after Pennsy for that.  Bob noted he has not heard back from 
Penn DOT about the situation with the washout.  Patty asked Bob about Mill Creek Channel.  
Bob stated that will be rebid .  As everyone knows we did not get the second round of funding
we were hoping for so we have to cut back the project to a smaller scope.  Hopefully this time of 
year we will get a few more bidders, better pricing.    Patty asked would the start date be April 
or May.   Bob stated a drier month, such as June.  You don’t want to be fighting rains and snow 
melt.   We can bid it now and hold the price, let the contractor choose, if they want to fight 
runoff or give them 120 days to finish the project. Let them do it in June that would be my 
recommendation.  You get better pricing if it is during low flow times.   That bid should be ready 
to put out in about a week.  Patty stated she talked with Mike about February meeting to open 
bids.  Put the specs out in January so they have a month to look over and due for February 
meeting is Bob’s recommendation.

Stan asked Bob if he had time to go up on Lidy Road.  Bob does not have a problem with the 
curb, he is worried about the driveway.  To increase that curb, you will need a truck.  Patty 
stated the resident did stop in the other day and said he understands it cannot be done til 
Spring and he is ok with that as long as he is first on the list.  Stan stated he wants a curb higher 
on the property before him.  Bob stated you may refer to the solicitor to get the homeowners 
permission to do that.  Bob said under 4-6 inches is normal.   Bob did not look at it from the 
neighbor property perspective.   Bob said it currently looks like a decent  curb all the way 
through and he is having trouble rationalizing where we need to increase the curb.  Bob has not 
seen it in a heavy rain event so it has to be a heck of a flow coming across that.  

Code Enforcement Report -  Patty noted 103 permits were issued to date from BHW and 13 
from the Borough.   Code Enforcement Officer has been sending letters out to a number of 
properties in town.  Recently she is dealing with complaints from tenants about rental 
properties.  She had contacted BHW inspector who went out with her yesterday looking at the 
property by the Heidleberg Bridge, the property by the Railroad Crossing, and a couple 
properties in the Lidy Road area. 

Crime Watch Report -  Bob Price continues to grow with over 500 followers on facebook so 
there is a good amount of people keeping up on what is going on in town.  We have good 
participation at the monthly meetings.  This month they sponsored the tree lighting and 
childrens Christmas Party.   Bob thanked Stanley, Joe , Mayor for helping out with that.  The 
police and the fire department bringing Santa on the 1923 which got everyone’s attention.  
Thank you crime watch members for coming out and helping with the event.   It was successful.  
This month there is no meeting due to falling on Christmas night and everyone will be busy 
opening presents.  The next meeting is January 29, at 7 pm in the chambers.  Let us start out 
2019 with a good crowd and have a good year.

Council President’s Report -  Stan reported  mileage:  F550 -17,812; Recycler- 19,900; C3500 – 
59,953;  Packer- 53,891; Mack- 2, 220.  Recycling – 31.95 tons;  Trash – 54.23 tons.  Stan 
continued with report (1) American water is starting work on wood street today.  It will be 4-5 
days.  Contractor is E. Enterprises.  After Wood Street project is complete, they will start on 
Walnut Street between Everhart and Gill.   (2) Municipal Recovery called singlestream will cost 
the Borough $25.00 a ton.   Dualstream the Borough will receive $5.00 ton for comingle and 
$8.00 for paper.    We have decided to go with dualstream.  (3) Rossi Rooter was called for the 
manhole  near 200 Stanton Street.  We are waiting for a report of what was found.   (4) Bob 
already noted Multi-scape has started the sidewalks.  Hopefully they are done by the deadline.
